I am enclosing for your information two emails received in my office regarding the loss of access to CBC programming to some residents of Kamloops.  This is being brought about by the disaffiliation of CBC with CFJC TV.  I fully expect that once access to CBC is discontinued there will be many more such emails and letters.
It is my understanding that as a publicly funded broadcaster, CBC is mandated to provide service to all Canadian viewers.  As of February 28, 2006 CBC will only be available to residents of Kamloops that subscribe to Shaw Cable or a satellite company.  It has been mentioned that transmitters are to be installed to supply CBC access to all viewers and I would like to know when their installation is to be completed.

I look forward to your early response to this issue so that I can let my constituents know.
